THE LIGHTING OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE

In the darkness, fire is kindled; after which the Celebrant says

Dear friends in Christ: On this most holy night, in which our Lord Jesus passed over frc
death to life, the Church invites her members, dispersed throughout the world, to gathel
vigil and prayer. For this is the Passover of the Lord, in which, by hearing his Word a
celebrating his Sacraments, we share in his victory over death.

The Celebrant may say the following prayer

Eternal God, who made this most holy night to shine with the brightness of your one trt
light: sanctify this new fire, we pray, and so set us aflame with the fire of your love, t
with pure hearts and kindled affections we may attain to the radiance of your heavenly
ry; through Jesus Christ our LoAimen.

The Celebrant lights the Paschal candle from the newly kindled fire, and says
May the light of Christ, rising in glory, banish all darkness from our hearts and minds.

The Deacon or Celebrant, bearing the Candle, leads the procession to the chancel, pa
singing or saying

The light of Christ.
PeopleThanks be to God.

If candles have been distributed to members of the Congregation, they are lit from t
Other candles and lamps in the church, except for those at the Altar, may also be lit.

The Paschal Candle is placed in its stand.

Then the Deacon, or other person appointed, standing near the Candle, customarily
Exultet.
